Choosing The Right College or University Can Be Easy If You Are...

PROACTIVE - PERSISTENT - PREPARED


If you are ready to start your college search you are ready to develop a personal “action” plan that fits your academic, athletic, financial and geographic needs.  

Developing a “action plan” and finding the “right fit” can be easy if you are prepared and have a starting point.  Start by asking your coach to help you evaluate your abilities as a potential college player.  Let him or her know what your goal is and that you are prepared to work hard to achieve this goal.  Few players are “born natural” players, most must work to improve and achieve results.  With this said, a player can only be evaluated in 4 areas.  The Physical, Technical, Tactical and Psychological aspects and each of these areas can be measured and for a college coach identifiable. 


Once you have your “evaluation” you are now ready to put your hard work to the test.  Start by opening a “road map” of the United States and identify up to eight [8] states you want to live in while going to college.  Next, using the player “evaluation” you should develop a list of thirty 30, college and university programs within the eight states you have chosen that fit your level of play.  Now, as you review each institution based on the states and level of play, make sure the program offers the type of degree and program of study you want to pursue.   

REMEMBER you are a Student 1st and an Athlete 2nd.

It is important to know how to evaluate a program and see if you would match up athletically.  So if a program has a 12-1-1 record and has 6 National Team Players, 4 Regional and 5 ODP you can assume this is a very strong program.  It is important that your abilities “match-up” so as you make your selections, notice programs that compete with your chosen institutions and ask yourself...would these be a good fit as well?  If you say “yes”, then add these to your list.  For the programs that “fit” you need to begin to communicate with the institution.  Most college and universities have a “toll free number”.  For those that fit, call the toll free number and speak to someone in the admissions department and ask them to send you a “media kit” or literature about the school.   As you and your family evaluate the academics offered choose those that are the “best fit”.   For those that are a “best fit” your next step is to communicate your interest to the college coach.  You will need to send a cover letter and resume to introduce who you are and why you are interested in the program academically and describe athletically and why you would be a “perfect fit”.

Once you mail your cover letter and resume, wait 5 to 7 days and then follow up with a phone call - getting a spot on a college roster is like getting a job and each year applicants from across the United States and around the world will apply for a spot on the roster, make sure your are Proactive - Persistent and Prepared...always.
