If any players have an interest in college, they need to begin the process, or to accelerate the process NOW! 

 Eclipse players need to be proactive in the following areas when researching appropriate schools and preparing for college.  U-15's and older: Steps to take.  

ACADEMIC: 

(First consideration) 

 Fields of study: -Identify your general and specific interests. -Innovative or traditional structured programs 

 College size: -Large school offers broader range of studies and social activities -Broad courses or specialized training -Do you prefer a big name program?  

Location: -Close to home or out of state -Rural or urban campus -Specific climate -Play in a specific conference  

College Environment: -Do you prefer a particular religious affiliation? -Conservative or liberal environment -Private of state university -Coed?  

IDENTIFY UP TO TEN SCHOOLS YOU THINK ARE APPROPRIATE 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ATHLETIC:  

Identify your skills: -What are your strengths? ( Speed,quickness, skill etc) -Does your style of play suit the program you wish to join? -What is your potential to contribute to the program and when?  

Identify potential colleges: -Can you be competitive at the college's level of play? -Competitiveness of schedule -Chance of making the team -Potential playing time in the first year -Relationship with coach. Is he suitable for you?

  IDENTIFY 7-10 SCHOOLS THAT MEET YOUR ACADEMIC AND ATHLETIC REQUIREMENTS. 

 NEXT STEP: -Contact schools (U17-18 provide them with your college showcase schedule. Let them know where  you are going to be playing, and when.) -Attend summer camps of colleges of your choice it they offer them. Most do. -Send cover letter, (handwritten or typed) - Resume of playing and academic achievements -Campus visit.(Be prepared, ask the right questions, dress appropriately) -Know the recruiting rules
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
